· Reservations for the Town Hall can be made through the Town Clerk, Vicki Turn, at 766-2634.

· Rental Fees:

· Frohn Township Residents - $50.00 per day.

· Non-township Residents - $75.00 per day. 

· Damage deposit in the amount of $200 (2 checks:  1 rental fee and 1 damage deposit of $200) Please mail the two checks to Frohn Township, P O Box 2055, Bemidji, MN 56619 along with your completed documents.  Rental fee and deposit must be paid and mailed at the time of receiving rental documents.  
· The $200 damage deposit check will be destroyed/returned after premises have been checked after renters use and if there is no damage to the Hall. 

· Use is free for Civic Organizations.  Examples:  4-H, Homemakers Club, Neighborhood Watch, Cemetery Associations. ($200 damage deposit required)
· Each Renter is responsible for cleaning up the Hall after use.

· Wash any dishes belonging to the Hall.

· Wipe down the counters and tables.

· Sweep the floors and wash all floors if during the your event a mishap occurred leaving substances on the floor that were not present prior to the rental.  
· Return tables and chairs in the order they were found.

· You are responsible to take out your garbage.  Take your garbage with you.  The Hall does not have garbage pick up.
· Renter is responsible for turning off air conditioner and turn heat down to 65 degrees and lights off at the end of an event. 

· Clean kitchen and bathroom , if used. 

· Renter must supply own paper supplies as well as dish towels and cloths.

· The Renter will provide all necessary security to assure all rental rules for usage are followed.  

· Renter must be at least 21 years old and the maximum capacity of the townhall is 56 people.  

· Tables and chairs must be returned to original arrangement when event is over and no furniture is to be taken outside during an event.  

· Do not put pins, nails, tapes, etc. on walls and ceiling.  Do not hang anything on the ceiling panels or overhead screen.  Do not tape or nail anything to the walls as this can damage the wall surface.  Bulletin boards are provided.
· Frohn Township personnel will have the right to enter and check activity at the town hall at all times during an activity.  The interior of the hall is subject to video surveillance.
· The renter may not sublease to another person or group.  

· Renter is responsible to return the key to the outside lockbox.  If key is lost, the renter is responsible for the cost of changing the locks.  
· Do not hang anything from the ceiling.

· No pets, drugs or alcohol.  Selling or drinking of alcoholic beverages is not allowed.  No smoking allowed inside the building.  
· When you leave, make sure the lights are turned off and the door is locked.  
· We want people to use the Town Hall for a variety of occasions.  If we work together we can keep our township costs down while making good use of the Hall.
